Collapsing Box    By Nancy Legate   (http://www.stampnnuggets.com)
This is a C@@L box we learned to make from a gal who attended one of Sherrill’s Late Night Stampers pre-Convention events 2009. It is sooooo stinkin’ cute!  I made the one below at our October Anything-But-A-Card swap at Julie’s wiener roast.  You can put a candle inside or a bag of cookies or some cocoa mix. I have changed some of the cuts a little, so here is my revised directions.
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SUPPLIES:

Cardstock:  11-7/8” x 8-3/4”

Decorative Paper:
3 2-3/4” squares (inside), 2  2-7/8” squares, 4  1-3/8” x 2-3/4” strips, 


2  1-3/8” x 2-7/8” strips
Snowflake Punch
Ribbon:  31” of 5/8” wide for outside, other for candle (optional)

Rhinestone Brads

Glue Stick for punched snowflakes

Votive candle in glass holder (purchased at craft store)

DIRECTIONS:

	1 - Place your large piece of card stock so the 8-3/4” side is at the top and score @ 2-7/8” and 5-7/8”
	

	2 - Turn card stock so that 11-7/8” side is at the top and score @ 1-1/2” and 4-1/2”. Then score @ 2-1/2” ONLY from the top edge to the first score line and from second score line to the bottom -- THE MIDDLE SECTION SHOULD BE SKIPPED. Turn the card stock around and repeat the scoring.
	

	3 - Cut on the 2-1/2” vertical score line down to the first horizontal score line.  Do this on each of the 4 corners.  On that horizontal scored line, cut from the 1-1/2” score line over to the 4-1/2” vertical score line. It looks like a T when cut properly.
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	4 - If you want to stamp the bottom of your box, do it now. Flip it and stamp it in the bottom 1/3 area -- where the ribbon will not be (See #6).  Put one of the inside DSP pieces in the middle of your box now. Put 2 strips of sticky strip on the sections to form your middle box.
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	5 - Now pull up the sides for the middle box and adhere your sticky strip to opposite sides.
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	6 - Adhere your outside pieces. If you are using a brad and a snowflake to help attach your ribbon, this would be a good time to do that (then the brad can be hidden). 
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	7 - When I attach the ribbon, I add a little adhesive to help hold it on the bottom, then bring it up the sides and attach it with a brad.
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	8 - Bring the sides in and adhere the flaps to make the box sides. (You will not see my brad, as I forgot to attached it before doing this step.)
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	9 - Now you can attach the remaining two inside DSP sections
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	10 - I decided to punch a snowflake from this same DSP and attach it to what will be on the outside of the inside box.
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	This is what my finished box looks like. I went with brown thinking I would put a small package of cocoa and marshmallows inside this one.
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Hope you enjoy making these as much as I did!
