Paper:
Chocolate Chip CS, Old Olive CS, So Saffron CS, W-White CS, Tall Tales DSP
Inks: 
Chocolate Chip
Access:
5/8" Jumbo Brads, Scallop Oval Punch, Large Oval Punch, Word Window Punch, Sizzix Movers & Shapers with Punch Windows
1)
First you will need to find your half-way mark on your Word Window Punch. I find it easiest to punch from a piece of computer scrap paper. Fold it in half and lay on the bottom of your punch. Make a mark with a permanent marker.
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2)
After cutting your 8-1/2” x 11” cardstock in half -- hot dog style -- and scoring in the center, you will insert your punch as far as you can from one side and punch. Repeat from the other side. I have marked my center with our white gel pen to make it easier for you to see the center line.
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When done it should look like this.
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3)
Pull the center (between the punches) up carefully and crease on both sides of the pop-up.
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Complete your card as desired (
